Parks and Recreation reported that children were climbing trees to the bathroom roof at Chapin's Park and jumping off. The City is cutting the limbs of trees so they cannot climb them anymore. Parks and Rec  increased Hayley Martin’s salary to $4300 effective 07/01/2024 a year

Kalkbrenner read a Thank You card from Crane Creek Youth’s group for the use of City Hall for their meal.

Ambrose inquired about buying shrubs for the Welcome to Tripoli sign. Ambrose asked about the procedure for changing lot sizes and how to initiate the process. She also expressed her desire to see the town cleaned up, as some properties have a lot of junk on them. She was also concerned about the number of dogs in town.

Carlson stated that Tripoli Day’s theme is Re-Build, Restructure, and Unite.
